Introduction
Churches Together in Godalming and District for many years has organised a Christmas Day Lunch for people who would otherwise spend the day on their own. Last year we were not able to run it because of Covid. We are intending to do so this year but with some safeguards, and a limit of 56 guests. 

To put on such an event requires a good deal of organisation and a small committee each year finds volunteers, invites guests and does the necessary preparation.  The actual day is very good fun and a lovely way to spend Christmas.  

Guests arrive at Godalming Baptist Church in Queen Street for a soft drink followed by a full Christmas lunch.  After lunch there is entertainment and everyone is given a small gift. We are not intending to offer transport this year unless guests would be unable to attend without it. 

Invitations to attend are distributed through the Godalming churches, doctors’ surgeries and community centres.

Volunteers are needed for a variety of roles:  preparing food and setting tables on 24 December; potentially providing transport on Christmas Day, helping in the kitchen with serving and washing up, hosting the day; providing entertainment and a team to help clear away.  

If we are in the position of having more volunteers than we need, we will run a waiting list, in the event that any volunteers drop out. 

Please note: it takes a lot of organisation to run the day, so please would you give as much notice as possible if you have to withdraw, and equally importantly, please arrive at the times you have specified – it can be chaotic if people  change on the day. 

As the Covid situation may change, we may have to adapt and even cancel the  lunch and so it is essential if you volunteer, that you provide us with a phone number/email which you will pick up. 

You will be sent safety information nearer the time but we are requiring volunteers to take a lateral flow test the evening before the lunch, and for most roles, to wear a mask.
